	In Power Maths this half term we are learning to:
· Write and calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division using the multiplication tables that they know, including for two-digit multiplied by one-digit numbers
· Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 3, 4 and 8 multiplication tables.
·  Solve problems, including missing number problems, involving multiplication and division.
· We will also be practicing all of our timetables. Remember to keep practicing them at home!

	Literacy
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	In English, we will be reading Gorilla by Anthony Browne – an imaginative story about a lonely little girl who wants a real-life gorilla to keep her company!
We will be analyzing the text and images, using them as inspiration for writing our own narrative.  We will learn about how, why and when to use direct speech and including it effectively in our writing.

In Active English, we will be focusing on different types of clauses, using verbs and adverbs, and the correct use of inverted commas.
