We will be writing a formal letter and a narrative piece of writing based
around problem resolution using descriptive language and creating
suspense.

In Active English, we will be focusing on descriptive language
techniques and letter writing structures.

and where they are located in the East Midlands, what are some good

examples of recycling from around the world and how we can make a
difference with recycling.

History focus - How did great people from across the world make a
difference?
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We will be looking at different types of sources used to know more about the
past, the reliability of sources and exploring internationally famous people
such as Nelson Mandela and Martin Luther King. We will also be carrying out
individual research projects about Mother Teresa, David Attenborough and
Greta Thunberg.
